Since 1995-96, every MVC member has
won the regular-season title, and every
member has qualified for the NCAA Tour-
nament. No other conference in the
nation has had every member accom-
plish both feats in that span.

Two with 24 Wins

Wichita State (25) and Creighton (24)
already have reached 24 wins for the sea-
son. It will mark the third-straight season
that two MVC teams will enter the State
Farm MVC Tournament with 23 wins. In
fact, it's only happened three times in the
tournament's 35-year history. Notably,
though, it's the first time that two teams
will enter Arch Madness with 24+ wins.

Ranked in Arch Madness
Four of the past 10 State Farm MVC
Tournaments have featured one league
team that was ranked in the AP top-25.
Since the tournament started (in 1978),
the MVC has had a ranked team in the
tournament 11 times. The league has
never had two ranked teams in the same
tournament (in 35 previous events).

Jam Session

Only one game separates third place
from eighth place in the MVC race. Only
once in league history (1926-27) have the
league standings been fewer than three
games from third to eighth at season's
end, when eighth-place Iowa State (7-8)
trailed third-place Oklahoma (8-4) by 2/2
games. (Teams played an unequal number
of league games that year.)

Planting the Seeds
Thirty-two different scenarios can occur

from the results of today's games. Four

teams are assured of their positions. Five

of the remaining six can finish in any of

the six remaining spots. UNI can't be

the No. 3 seed, but the Panthers can be

anywhere from No. 4-8.
